	 I had a reunion with last year’s winter clothes early 
Tuesday morning when the temperature dropped into the 
high 40’s.     Some were new last year and I had totally 
forgotten them.   Some were old friends of 10 years or 
more.  I’m thinking that I won’t have to purchase any new 
clothes this year.   It’s like giving myself a raise in pay.  
More Key Lime pie for me!
	 I want to give a plug to my good friend, Linda Yates, 
who has helped me with pictures this year.  She does such 
a good job and is everywhere I need her to be.  I usually 
show up with my Digital Sony, but I am always glad to see 
Linda with her beautiful camera.  If you admired the Fair 
pictures this year they were Linda’s handiwork - specially 
the Grand Champion Steer shown by Justin Shrader which 
was stretched all the way across the paper!  
	 When I started working with the paper in August of 
2005, one of the first stories I wrote about was the student 
mentoring that was happening on the SISD/5 Acres 
and Independence school bus driven by Ms. A (Adrian 
Cennamo). It is my pleasure to update this phenomena for 
you.   At the present time there are 64 students who ride 
this bus daily.  It takes about an hour to complete the run 
which gives the children ample time for ‘a little learning.’ 
The older students mentor to the younger ones.  Everyone 
wins, especially the bus driver when you consider the 
noise factor and discipline. 
	 Ms. A says, “There is still a lot of noise because some 
of the readers get carried away with the story and tend 
to act it out at the top of their lungs, but it is usually a 
peaceful, busy sounding noise.
	 “We started this program three years ago with my 
husband, Danny, making a small bookcase at the front of 
the bus.  As the little ones learning to read would pick 
up a book, an older student would sit with them and help 
them sound out the words.   We made a rule that only the 
students who wanted to participate would, and that they 
would at least participate on Tuesdays and Thursdays.  
Some students want to do it every day.
	 “Two years ago a little boy said, “Why can’t we do 
Math?”  Now we do Math. (Teachers have given us old 
flash cards.)  The younger kids taught the older kids a 
Math song.   If someone starts it we all enjoy a rollicking 
rendition of “Two plus two is four!” We have all advanced 
in Math, and if anyone says the phrase, “That’s gross!”  
Someone else will say, “Gross is 144.”
	 Ms. A continues, “As a 3rd grader Judy Flores was 
one of the first students to join the program. Now as a 
6th grader, she mentors two little girls.  I am so proud of 
her.  Patrick Gobert was also one of the first ones to help 
younger students read.  Now his little sister, Sarah, is a 
first grader.  Sarah is very precocious – bright as sunshine!  
In fact, last year in Kindergarten 
she would not be mentored to on 
the bus.  She was interested in all 
that was going on; however, in her 
mind she did not need mentoring.   
When she got on the bus this year 
she told me she is ready now to 
provide mentoring to another 
student, and she is doing just that.”  
Ms. A shook her head in wonder at first grade Sarah’s self-
assurance.
	 The sparkle in Sarah’s eye is something so special.  
The eagerness she has and the spirit that is in her now 
must be nourished.   Understand, I am talking about all 
of our children not only Sarah Gobert.  We must nurture 
these kids with their ‘happy-to -be-alive’ attitude; with 
their curiosity and longing for knowledge. The human 
spirit is capable of incredible things.
	 This innovative ‘bus’ idea that uses ‘dead’ time for a 
good purpose should be shared.  I’m pretty sure if I sent 
this write up to Oprah or Ellen, our Ms. A would make 
a trip to Chicago or New York. The thing is, she doesn’t 
have time now because she is working on her teaching 
degree.
  	 Our job, as I see it, is to keep the thirst for learning 
and the thirst for teaching alive whilst we dutifully do our 
paperwork dance with the big boys in Austin.

	 Shepherd ISD implemented a major change in its 
curriculum to improve student learning on all campuses.  
For many years Shepherd ISD attempted to move its 
schools to the “Exemplary” status and it made small gains 
along the way each year. However, the state standards 
continued to rise and small gains were not getting the 
district to the Exemplary goal it wanted for its students. 
Administrators reviewed all programs, looked at new 
placements of strong teacher teams, and analyzed TAKS 
data and the curriculum being used in the classroom. The 
review of the curriculum used in the classrooms found 
areas which needed to be strengthened so that goals for 
improvement could be met. 
	 Shepherd ISD has joined the Texas Education 
Service Center Curriculum Collaborative. Through this 
partnership the CSCOPE Curriculum was introduced last 
year for teachers to view and select lessons to use. This 
year is the first year of full curriculum implementation 
of the CSCOPE Curriculum. The CSCOPE Curriculum 
Collaborative sets the standards for its member districts 
with more rigorous lessons, while using research based 
teaching strategies for increased student understanding. 
CSCOPE is written specifically for Texas school districts 
and therefore is compatible with the Texas Essential 
Knowledge and Skills that are tested on the TAKS Test. 
	 The rigor in this new curriculum is very different for

SISD Changes to Affect Student Achievement
the students and teachers.  There is more required from 
both parties to reach the higher learning levels required 
by the TEKS and TAKS. Lessons and homework are more 
hands-on and lessons require higher level thinking and 
performance.

Thus 
a time for transition is expected in the implementation. 
Some students’ grades may be lower than prior years until 
the students learn the process being taught and the student 
expectations are met. 
	 This curriculum is aligned tightly with the grade 
levels above and below so that teachers can view what a 
student has already had or what is coming the next year. 
This allows teachers a stronger way to assist students 
either in remediation or in “getting them ready” for the 
next grade level.  The Texas Education Agency is moving 
toward a state curriculum and has advised schools to look 
at joining a curriculum collaborative for improved student 
learning. There are twenty educational service center 
regions in the state of Texas. Ten of the twenty service 
centers are members of this cooperative. This means fifty 
percent of the state region centers are using this curriculum 
and they serve hundreds of Texas schools.  Shepherd ISD 
has always looked to the future needs of its students and it 
is felt this is a tremendous step in that direction.
