We all carry our mobile phones with names
and numbers stored in its memory but nobody,
other than ourselves, knows which of these num-
bers belong to our closest family or friends.

If we were to be involved in an accident or
were taken ill, the people attending us would
have our mobile phone but wouldn’t know who
to call. Yes, there are hundred of numbers stored
but which one is the contact person in case of
emergency?

Hence, this “ICE” (In Case of Emergency)
Campaign. The concept of “ICE is catching on
quickly. It is a method of contact during emer-
gency situations. As cell phones are carried by
the majority of the population, all you need to do
is store the number of a contact person or per-
sons who should be contacted during emergency
under the name “ICE” — In Case of Emergency.

The idea was thought up by a paramedic
who found that when he went to scenes of acci-

dents, there were always mobile phones with pa-
tients, but they didn’t know which number to call.
He therefore thought that it would be a good idea
if there was a nationally recognized name for this
purpose. In an emergency situation, Emergency

Service personnel and hospital Staff would be
able to quickly contact the right person by simply
dialing the number you have stored as “ICE.”

For more than onE contact name simple enter
ICE1, ICE2, and ICE3, etc. A great idea that will
make a difference!

Let’s spread the concept of ICE by storing an
ICE number in our Mobile phones today! ICE
will speak for you when you are not able to speak
for yourself.

She looks over next door and
gives the big, smiling ‘hello’ to Robert, takes three steps
and “AAAAGGGGHHH!!" (That's a direct quote.) She
has walked full force into a spider web. Baggage pies in all
directions, and she does a sort of high kick jitterbug dance
like a mating stork in crazed heat..."AAAGGGHHH!"

Now a different view of the scene...ordinary, medium
gray, middle aged lady spider who has been up since be-
fore dawn working on her web. Allis well. Nice day. No
wind. Dew point is just right to keep things sticky. She’s
checking the moorings and thinking about the gnats she’'ll
have for breakfast when all of a sudden all heck breaks
loose: earthquake, tornado, volcano! The web is wrapped
around a huge piece of raw, but painted, meat that makes
a sound the spider never heard before. “AAAGGGH-
HHY"

She has caught a human being and if she survives
this at all what a story she can tell about the one that got
away. “It was this big and you should have seen the jaws
on the thing.”

Spiders are amazing creatures — been around for
about 350 million years so they can cope with about
anything. Reminds us of the eensy-weensy spider song.
Remember? “Eeensy-weensy spider went up the water
spout. Down came the rain and washed the spider out.
Out came the sun and dried up all the rain, and the eensy-
weensy spider went up the spout again.” We all know
this song — pass it on to our kids. What's the deal here
especially since it puts spiders in such a favorable light.

Here's the drainpipe...long dark
tunnel going up toward some light. Spider doesn’t even
think about it — just goes.

“Well, to heck with that!” NO! The sun comes out, clears
things up, and the spider thinks he really wants to know
what's up there. The spider is a little wiser now. Checks
the sky yrst. Looks for better toe holds. Maybe says a
little spider prayer and heads up through mystery toward
the light and wherever!

Living things have been doing just that for a long,
long time. Through every kind of disaster and set-back
and catastrophe. We are survivors. And we teach our
kids about that.

County Hay Show

The Annual county hay show has been sched-
uled for Thursday, October 18, 2007 beginning at
6:30 pm at the Extension office in Shepherd. This
year we will have a variety of speakers covering a
wide array of topics facing agriculture producers.
This year has been a unique year to say the least.
The past few years we have been too dry to do what
we want with our agriculture investments. This year
is the exact opposite. We have been blessed with
rainfall but just enough to keep us out of the pas-
tures and hay fields. This is leading many of us to
be faced with feeding livestock forages that may be
of lower quality as a result of not being able to cut
hay when we need to do so. As a result we may be
faced with using supplements this winter to offset
the lower quality forages.

Sampling your forage supply will help you in
deciding if supplements are necessary, how much
supplement is needed and start locating where to
find it. The samples for the hay show are $10 each
due to the Extension office by Tuesday, October 3,
2007. You will get the results of the sample and
know where you stand in the county on forage qual-
ity. There will be three categories in the hay show
this year: Bermuda grasses, Bahiagrass and other
(ex: rye, clover, vetch, etc.).

For those of you with an applicator license,
there will be 3 CEUs available. We will be provid-
ing a hamburger supper during the event. The fee
for the event is $10. Please RSVP to (936) 628-6407
if you plan to come.
